Oversize Body Box (Continued...) 

To insert the liner in the box, fold
 outside panels so they are upright,

then insert the liner inside the contain-
er pushing down to the bottom.

(This will achieve the weight Capacity)
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Cover container with lid. Use 
enclosed straps if necessary.
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Fold panel E over and against C, 
folding panel F inside panel B.
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Handholes on panel F and B will line 
up. Push tab into F to lock in place. 
(repeat this process on the opposite 

end and then load the body)
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Grab panel E, bring upright, placing 
panel D against C.
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Fold both panels H so that they are 
upright and then fold up panel I, 

placing both panels H between E and 
D. Push tab into G to lock in place.
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
